
Globally, wildlife strikes have killed more
than 219 people and destroyed over 200
aircraft since 1988 (Dolbeer & Wright
2008).

A 12-lb Canada goose struck by a 150-
mph aircraft at lift-off  generates the
kinetic energy of a 1,000-lb weight
dropped from a height of 10 feet (Bird
strike Committee USA).

About 90% of all bird strikes in the U.S.
are by species federally protected under
the Migratory Bird Treaty Act. (Bird strike
Committee USA).

The first reported bird strike was recorded
by Oliver Wright in his diary, and occurred
on September 7, 1905.

The world height record for a strike is
37,000 feet.  (Bird Strike Committee
USA).

Snarge can be defined as the remains of
an animal (mostly blood and/or tissue) on
the aircraft or ground  after collision.
